The construction works of new terminal of the “Zvartnots” airport are in progress
This terminal constructing within the public zone occupies an area of 34.000 m2. On this stage the concessionaire has envisaged an investigation of 160 millions USD. It is provided that after completion of construction works public zones and check-in areas will be close to arrival and departure halls. The check-in area will have in general 46 check-in counters and check-in stands. Service and diplomatic halls will be located here. A new car park will be built in front of the public hall. The infrastructure of the new vertical car park has two levels with a capacity of 600 vehicles. The whole area of parking lot is 20.000 m2. Isolators with copper-rubber carriers, which are the most common and solid systems for reducing of seismic risk, are used in construction. They are capable to reduce 65 per sent of seismic risk. The building is innovative due to its transparency, as well as use of facing tiles. 40 per cent of roof is also mad of glass. The construction works of new airport terminal are planned to complete in 2011, after what “Zvartnots” international airport will be capable to process up to 3.000.000 passengers on annual basis.

Passenger flow dynamics

Data summary for the first 4 months of 2010 show, that passenger flow in Armenia has grown. During first 4 months of this year 137283 passengers have departed from the Yerevan “Zvartnots” airport, and arrivals are 116808. It is notable, that according to statistics data, every year a growth of passenger flow is occurred at the first 3-4 months of the year. It is to be mentioned, that such statistics are standard for each year. It is connected with departure of labour migrants as well as with other factors. And during the last 3 months of the year the number of arrivals grows. For comparison we refer to the statistics of the last three years. During the first 3 months of 2007 number of departed passengers was 133639, and during last 3 months of the year the number of arrived passengers was 204179. In 2008: number of departed passengers during the first 3 months – 153746, number of arrived passengers during last 3 months – 219425. In 2009: number of departed passengers during the first 3 months – 129651, number of arrived passengers during last 3 months – 201925.

The national flying stock is replenished with another aircraft

The flying stock of air company “Armavia” is replenished with 8th aircraft. The aircraft A-320 has 164 passenger seats, 8 of which are for business-class. The aircraft has been operated previously for 30 000 hours in 
China and Singapore. For such type of an aircraft it is quite good rate: the aircraft is very fresh. On 7 May, at the Yerevan “Zvartnots” airport the formal ceremony of welcome has taken place. The ceremony has been honoured by the presence of Artyom Movsesyan, the director general of GDCA, Mikhail Bagdasarov, the head of “Mika Limited” company and Norayr Belluyan, the director general of air company “Armavia”. According to the statement of the latter, “Armavia” has planned to purchase another two aircrafts by the end of this year. The aircraft has been named after Marshal Hovhannes Baghramyan, twice awarded Hero of the Soviet Union, as the purchase of the aircraft has concurred with 65th jubilee of Great Victory in WWII.

Visit of the delegation of Civil Aviation Department of the Republic of Belarus to Yerevan

The delegation of Civil Aviation Department of the Republic of Belarus has been in Yerevan on 25-26 February, 2010. The delegation has been led by Vadim Melnik, the Director of Aviation Department of the Ministry of Transport and Communications of the Republic of Belarus. A meeting has been held in Yerevan with the delegation of the General Department of Civil Aviation at the Government of the Republic of Armenia and the delegation of Civil Aviation Department of the Republic of Belarus. Issues of enhancement of air communication between two countries were in the agenda: interconsistency of the draft protocol “On amendments and annexes to the Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Armenia and the Government of the Republic of Belarus “On air communication” signed on 16 November 1995”. One of annexes refers to the inclusion of an article “Aviation safety” in the effective Agreement. The necessity of this article proceeds from more strict international standards in the field of flight safety oversight. On 26 February the leaders of delegations have signed a protocol based on the results of meeting.

On 3-5 February, 2010 the delegation of the General Department of Civil Aviation (GDCA) at the Government of the Republic of Armenia led by Mr. Artyom Movsesyan, the director general of GDCA has visited Prague following the invitation of CAA of the Czech Republic with the purpose of conducting negotiations on behalf of the Government of the Republic of Armenia regarding Agreement on air transport between the Government of the Republic of Armenia and the Government of the Czech Republic and come to interconsistency with the draft Agreement. During the meeting the parties have agreed to undertake all efforts for carrying into effect the Agreement as soon as possible. As a result of discussion some amendments have been made in the English version of the Agreement, which are necessary in the light of provisions of Agreement “On certain aspects of air transportation between the Republic of Armenia and the European Union”. Some provisions have been redacted as well on the basis of correspondent provisions of the legislation of the Republic of Armenia and the Czech Republic” signed on 9 December, 2008 in Brussels.

As a result of the meeting the English version of the Agreement has been conformed. Leaders of delegations have also signed a protocol based on results of the meeting.
